North Region report provided by Mr. Karchnak, advising of the first North Region Championship this year and first North Region Champion, Frank Phillips.

Committee reports:
World Championship/National Events – Chair of the WCNE Mr. Balabanov gave a brief report.  COVID-19 forced this years National Championship to be cancelled.
Judges Committee – Mr. Hoadley is looking for apprentice judges, hoping more trials next year will mean more opportunities for our current apprentice judges
Helper Committee – Mr. Hoadley advised that AWMA agreed to follow The Helper Academy through AWDF.  Most AWMA members want to focus most on training helper work.  Mr. Hoadley wants to get it rolling first with trial helper work and fold in training helper work into the program when appropriate.  Certification will be done, and already certified helpers should be grandfathered into THA at the same level. 
Old Business:
Bylaws change for BOI process there was discussion regarding the bylaws change put to the general board earlier in the year that was voted down.  It seemed consensus was, after discussion, to make some suggested changes and put changes to the bylaws change to another vote. 
Update on FMBB from Ms. Davis and Ms. Ellis selection trial.  COVID is still posing challenges forcing a judge change for the event and one helper, Dominick Scarberry, had to cancel due to being in Canada. Discussion on COVID safety concerns.  The host club is not going to officially offer practice tracking but if competitors get into town early, they can ask for help from local friends to find some place to track.
AWDF update given by Mr. Smith on the vote at the AWDF.  Mr. Hoadley is working with AWDF regarding The Helper Academy.  Ms. Camper talked about the request for bids for the AWDF Championship next year.
